	Development Matters
Explore how things work.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Explore and talk about the different forces that they can feel.
	Substantive Knowledge
Objects move differently on different surfaces.
Some forces need contact between 2 objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance.
Magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others.
Everyday materials can be grouped based on whether they are magnetic or not. 
Magnets have 2 poles.
Opposite poles attract and the same poles repel. 

	Substantive Knowledge
Unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object.
Air resistance, water resistance and friction have an effect on objects in motion. 
Some mechanisms including levers, pulleys and gears allow a smaller force to have a greater effect.
