	Substantive Knowledge
Animals can be classified by fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds 
and mammals.
Animals can be categorised by carnivores, herbivores and omnivores.
Common animals have different structures (fish, 
amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals including pets).
The human body has lots of different parts and some parts are associated to each othe senses. 

	Substantive Knowledge
Animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults.
Animals, including humans, have basic needs for survival (water, food and air). 
It is importance for humans to exercise, eat the right amounts of different types of food, and remain hygienic.
	Substantive Knowledge
Animals, including humans, need the right types and amount of nutrition, and they cannot make their own food.
Animals, including humans, get nutrition from what they eat.
Humans and some other animals have skeletons and muscles for support, protection and movement.
	Substantive Knowledge
The digestive system has many parts that carry out different functions.
Humans and animals have different types of teeth that have simple functions.
Food chains include producers, predators and prey.
	Substantive Knowledge
Humans develop and change from baby to old age.
	Substantive Knowledge
The human circulatory system has many parts including the heart, blood vessels and blood all of which have different functions.
Diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle have an impact on the way their bodies function.
Nutrients and water are transported through the bodies of animals, including humans.
