	Development Matters
Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.

Explore the natural world , making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants.
Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons.
Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding. 

	Substantive Knowledge
There are many environmental changes across the 4 seasons.
The four seasons are Winter, Spring, Summer and Autumn. 
Different weathers are associated with the seasons and the day length varies.
