	Vocabulary
	Sun: A star providing us with heat and light. 
Cloudy: Sky filled with clouds. 
Rain: Drops of water that fall from clouds. 
Snow: Flakes of ice that fall from clouds. 
Day: Between sunrise and sunset. 
Night: Between sunset and sunrise.
Home: The place where you live. 
Where: A place.
Find: To discover.  
	House: A building where people live.  
Shop: A place to buy items. 
Farm: Land to grow crops or raise animals.  
Beach: The sand or pebbles where water meets the edge of the land.  
Sea: Salt water covering most of the Earth. 
School: A place for teaching and learning. 
Job: A particular task or duty, sometimes paid. 
Place: A space with a specific purpose. 

	Cliff: A high, steep rock face. 
Coast: The land next to the sea or ocean. 
Forest: A large area of land covered with many trees and plants. 
Hill: A raised area of land (smaller than a mountain).
Mountain: Land of great height with steep sides (higher than a hill). 
Valley: An area of low land between mountains or hills. 
Ocean: One of the five major areas of salt water covering most of the Earth.
River: A large natural stream of water following towards a lake, sea or ocean. 
Soil: The top layer of the Earth’s surface. 
Vegetation: Plants or plant life in a particular place. 
Season: One of the four parts of the year marked by changes in weather. 
Weather: The conditions outside. 
City: An area of streets, houses and buildings that is larger than a town. 
Town: An area of streets, houses and building that is larger than a village but smaller than a city. 
Village: An area of streets, houses and buildings that is smaller than a town. 
Factory: A building where products are made using machines. 
Office: A room where business or work is completed. 
Port: A place where ships load and unload near to a town or city. 
Harbour: A sheltered area of water where boats can anchor. 
Local: Near a particular place. 
Country: An area of land where people live under the same leaders. 
Continent: One of the Earth’s seven major areas of land. 
Location: A place or position.
Island: An area of land, smaller than a continent, surrounded by water.

	Human Geography: The study of where people live, what they do and how they use the land. 
Physical Geography: The study of Earth’s natural features. 
Aerial: Relating to in the air. 
Navigation: The method of figuring our position, course and distance travelled. 
Orientation: To work out how directions on a map align with directions on the ground. 
Sustainability: Capable of continuing or not running out over time. 
Cycle: A circle of events that repeat in a regular pattern. 
Union: Working together. 
Resources: A country’s wealth and way of producing wealth. 
Scarce: In short supply. 
Abundant: A large amount or plentiful supply. 
Trade: Exchanging, buying or selling goods. 
Agriculture: The work of raising crops and farm animals. 
Tectonic: The large pieces that the crust of the Earth is broken into.  
Precipitation: Water falling in the form of rain, snow, sleet or hail. 
Evaporation: Liquid turning into a gas. 
County: A named section of a country with boundaries. 
Destination: A place that is being travelled to. 
Environment: The conditions all around us. 
Settlement: A place where people have settled. 

	Biome: A major type pf ecological community.
Climate: The weather found in a certain place over a long period of time. 
Hemisphere: Half of a sphere. 
Latitude: A distance north or south from the equator measured in degrees. 
Longitude: A distance measured east or west from the prime meridian.  
Time zone: An area with a standard time throughout. 
Alliance: A union between people, families or parties. 
Economic: Systems and issues related to money. 
Recreational: Activities that are fun. 
Industrial: The making of goods and services.   
Meridian: An imaginary vertical circle on the Earth’s surface passing through North and South poles.  
Equator: An imaginary horizontal circle on the Earth’s surface an equal distance from the North and South pole. 
Tropics: The region around the equator between the Tropic of Cancer and Tropic of Capricorn, characterised by the hot climate.  
Renewable: To make something like new, to restore or to extend. 
Export: To sell to another country. 
Import: To buy from another country. 
Immigration: To come into a foreign country to live. 
Emigration: To leave a country or region to live elsewhere. 
Region: A broad geographic area. 
Impact: A strong and powerful effect. 
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
