HOMEWORK POLICY 2023 – 24

At Holly Hill Primary and Nursery School teaching staff recognise that pupils who have spent a busy structured day at school need time to relax and unwind at the end of the afternoon and have an opportunity to play. 
We are also strongly believe that children should have the time to pursue their own out-of-school interests and activities, e.g. sports, music, youth groups etc. 
We recognise that our families work extremely hard and that family time is precious and should be valued. 
Our homework policy aims to ensure that homework is not onerous but that it focuses on the core skills that underpin the children’s learning in school and their access to the curriculum – reading, spellings and times tables/number facts. 
We hope that children will feel a sense of personal satisfaction in completing their homework and being able to showcase their learning at home. School and parents working together to praise the children and recognise their achievements helps to develop self-esteem and a sense of pride. 
For older children, our approach to homework helps to develop independence and self-motivation as tasks can be completed with less adult support.

THE ROLE OF PARENTS AND CARERS IN SUPPORTING PUPILS WITH HOMEWORK 

The school recognises that parents and carers have a key role to play in supporting pupils’ homework. The nature of this role will change as children get older. For much of their homework, particularly with younger children, parents and carers will be actively involved. 
To avoid ‘battles’ over homework we recommend:
- the task is undertaken at an appropriate time when the child is best able to concentrate (try not to leave it to the last minute)
- your child may need lots of encouragement, praise and even your help for certain tasks
- that work at home is perceived as a shared activity
- work at home should be planned carefully around other interests to avoid clashes
 Your HELP, ENCOURAGEMENT and PRAISE is the key to success. We ask you to provide a reasonably peaceful, suitable place in which pupils can do their homework – alone, or more often for younger children, together with an adult. We do not envisage a primary school child spending time in isolation with work he or she may find difficult and we never want homework to cause problems at home (even though sometimes children may be need encouragement to do it). 

SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS 

Setting the right type and amount of homework for children with special educational needs will need careful consideration by the class teacher and may require co-ordination with both the SENCO and parents. The objectives of homework outlined in this policy should apply equally to pupils with special educational needs. Some SEND children may benefit from different tasks, some may need adapted tasks and in some cases, it may not be appropriate to send homework at all. Parents and staff will work in partnership to ensure that homework is appropriate for the needs of every child. 

CONCERNS
If you have any concerns about the levels of homework or the content etc., please see your child’s class teacher. Do not let your child get upset about homework, if there is a problem come in and speak to the teacher about it, something can be worked out. 
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
