Prevent Duty Policy

1.Aims and Objectives

General Statement

At Holly Hill Primary and Nursery School, we recognise that pupils can be vulnerable to extremist ideology and radicalisation, and we are committed to protecting pupils from this risk as part of our safeguarding responsibilities. 
Our commitment to safeguarding pupils against extremism, radicalisation and terrorism includes interventions and collaboration with other agencies including the police and the LA where appropriate and as required.  
We support and will adhere to guidance from the DfE which requires schools to actively promote fundamental British values in order to enable pupils to challenge extremist views and ensure that pupils are encouraged to regard people of all faiths, races and cultures with respect and tolerance.
This policy relates to the potential radicalisation of pupils at our school.

2. Definitions
For the purpose of this policy:
Extremism – is defined as vocal or active opposition to fundamental British values, including democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and the mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs. 

Radicalisation – is defined as the process by which an individual or group comes to support terrorism and extremist ideologies associated with terrorist groups. 

Terrorism – is defined as violent threats or actions designed to influence government or intimidate the public with the purpose of advancing a political, religious or ideological cause. This includes endangering or causing serious violence to a person or people, serious damage to property, and seriously interfering or disrupting an electronic system.

3. Recognising Extremism
At Holly Hill, the staff will assess the risk of pupils being drawn into terrorism through identifying the factors that affect children in the local area and knowing how to identify those at risk. 
There are no known definitive indicators that a young person is vulnerable to radicalisation, but there are number of signs that together increase the risk. 
Signs of vulnerability include: 
• underachievement
• being in possession of extremist literature 
• poverty 
• social exclusion 
• traumatic events 
• global or national event 
• religious conversion 
• change in behaviour 
• extremist influences 
• conflict with family over lifestyle
• confused identity 
• victim or witness to race or hate crimes 
• rejection by peers, family, social groups or faith
 • isolation from peers 
• becoming withdrawn in class 
• disengagement from work 
• aggressive behaviour towards peers
• rebelling against school rules 
• attendance – change in pattern 
Early indicators of radicalisation or extremism may include:
 • showing sympathy for extremist causes 
• glorifying violence, especially to other faiths or cultures 
• making remarks or comments about being at extremist events or rallies outside school 
• evidence of possessing illegal or extremist literature 
• advocating messages similar to illegal organisations or other extremist groups
 • out of character changes in dress, behaviour and peer relationships (there are also very powerful narratives, programmes and networks that young people can come across online so involvement with particular groups may not be apparent) 
• secretive behaviour 
• on-line searches or sharing extremist messages or social profiles
 • intolerance of difference, including faith, culture, gender, race or sexuality
 • graffiti, art work or writing that displays extremist themes 
• attempts to impose extremist views or practices on others
• verbalising anti-Western or anti-British views
 • advocating violence towards others
• Also consider families at risk
 • Not buying into schools ethos
 • Questioning policies 
• Keeping apart from other parents
4. Preventing Radicalisation 
At Holly Hill, we are committed to preparing our children for life in modern Britain and helping them to develop into upstanding young people that embody our school values. One of the ways that we do this is through delivering a broad and balanced curriculum that is interwoven with the teaching of British Values:
Democracy 
Rule of law
Individual liberty 
Mutual respect Tolerance of those of different faiths and beliefs

The school will also further work to prevent pupils becoming radicalised by doing the following:
· Ensure that British values are promoted regularly to encourage pupils to develop an appreciation of society.
· Instil a strong sense of identity in our pupils, as well as a clear place and purpose within the school.
· Appropriate filters will be installed to protect children from terrorist and extremist material online, in accordance with the Online Safety Policy
· In accordance with KCSIE and our Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy, pupils will be taught about the importance of staying safe online through PSHE lessons, Computing lessons, assemblies and dedicated days.
· We will always aim to include and engage every child within the school community, and in the wider community.   
· A range of different religious and cultural festivals will be celebrated across the year giving every pupil the opportunity to show appreciation and respect.
· Staff at Holly Hill will monitor and assess incidents which suggest pupils are engaging, or are at risk of engaging, in extremist activity and/or radicalisation. Where a pupil has been identified as at risk of radicalisation, the school will take action proportionate to the incident or risk. 
     
A risk assessment and action plan to ensure that our school continues to fulfil our duty to prevent radicalisation will be regularly reviewed and updated by Safeguarding Leads. 

5. Referral Process
Staff and visitors to the schools must refer all concerns about pupils who show signs of vulnerability of radicalisation to the Designated Safeguarding Leads using the usual methods for reporting other safeguarding concerns and logging these on CPOMS. Prejudice based incidents logged on CPOMS should be tagged as such. Concerns and incidents that show indicators of vulnerability to radicalisation should be first dealt with following procedures in the Behaviour Policy, Anti-Bullying Policy and Safeguarding Policy. 

When there are significant concerns about a pupil or adult, referrals will be made in accordance with the Safeguarding policy, as well as to the Nottinghamshire Prevent Team.
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
