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A weekly timetable of learning includes daily learning for the following subjects:

- Maths
- English
- Arithmetic (Times Table Rockstars or Mathletics)
- Handwriting
- Spelling (Spelling Shed)
- Reading (Read Theory)

It also includes weekly lessons, covering a full range of Foundation Subjects:

- PSHE (Jigsaw)
- Humantiies
- Science
- Creative Arts and Design
- P.E

The lessons set for remote learning will follow as closely to the Knowledge Organiser for that half term as is possible. 
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Within a few hours, staff are able to record and post learning videos on the school website for the first couple of days. 
During the first couple of days children can also access TT rockstars, mathletics, reading eggs if they need additional learning tasks. 
After this, staff will post on the school website full weekly timetables and related videos so that learning can be accessed throughout the week. 

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible. This curriculum is planned around the half-termly knowledge organiser. The exceptions may be practical Science or DT, some aspects of computing and Art. We will always consider the resources needed and what parents may have access to at home.

Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Key Stage 1
	3 hours per day (with less for our younger EYFS children) 

	Key Stage 2
	4 hours per day


Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?

A remote learning page has been added to the top of each class page. 
EYFS will access remote learning using the Tapestry app. 

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
· A parent survey will be issued via Microsoft Forms to identify the children who do not have digital/online access at home. These parents will be contacted and offered a laptop first on loan. 
· Staff are talking to parents weekly and identifying any other families who are struggling with technology. These parents will be targeted next with the offer of a device. By the end of full week number 2, we aim to have distributed all devices.
· Paper packs are offered and delivered to any families who are struggling with printing or do not wish to loan a device. 
· All parents will be offered a data SIM card to top up their data or accessed to provide details so that school can request a data increase on their behalf from their mobile provider. 


How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· A weekly timetable provides the content of the lessons and links to any video clips, lessons or resources. 
· Pre-recorded teaching input videos and feedback videos responding to any misconceptions or difficulties with learning when needed, provided by Holly Hill staff
· Links to Oak National Academy for some objectives
· Printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets)
· Power Math textbooks sent home
· A ‘pop up library’ and virtual library allows children access to reading books

Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
· It is expected that children submit some work daily using the class email address. 
· Parents can support by helping their child to access the weekly timetable, supporting them to complete their learning tasks and ensuring that their work is submitted daily for feedback. 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
· Staff will keep engagement registers throughout the week.
· When children are regularly submitting work via email, staff will record on their engagement register and will continue to provide daily feedback.
· When children are not submitting work via email, staff will send regular text reminders. At the end of the week, staff will contact parents to offer a variety of support including help to navigate the website, paper packs, the loan of a device etc. 

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
· Paper work is not to be brought into school for physical marking.
· Answers for pupils to self mark their work wherever possible will be available on remote learning pages.
· All emails sent to the class account will be acknowledged and responded to in the same day.
· Emails received after 4.30pm will be replied to the following morning (unless teachers personally prefer to work later)
· If batches of work are sent, teachers will pick out a couple of positive points to note.
· Replies will contain no more than 1 improvement prompt and only if it is something the child can reasonably act upon while learning from home.
· Wherever possible, whole class feedback will be given in writing or video on the remote learning page. E.g. if a few pupils are submitting the same Maths work incorrectly, a further explanation video may be needed.
· Where whole class feedback is posted online, a text to alert will be sent to pupils. 


Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
· Children with SEND will receive personalised weekly timetables with learning suitable to their ability and targets. 
· Children who learn in the Nest will receive task folders and sensory packs mirroring the provision they receive in school. 
· Children working below their year group on Power Maths will have daily videos posted specifically for them and explaining the days learning. 
· For younger children in FS1 and FS2, the amount of work expected is less. Tasks will be shorter, more practical and will also include daily phonics (for Year 1 also).

Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Where individual children are self-isolating, the remote learning timetable will still be available on the website. Instead of being supported by staff videos however, links will be embedded to Oak National Academy and other pre-recorded teaching. 
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
