SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY
It is our school policy that all children wear school uniform when attending school and the majority of school visits.
BELIEFS
Our policy on school uniform is based on the belief that school uniform:
· Promotes a sense of pride in the school;
· Encourages a sense of community and belonging towards the school;
· Is practical and smart;
· Prevents children from coming to school in clothes that could be distracting in class;
· Makes children feel equal to their peers in terms of appearance;
· Is regarded as suitable wear for school and good value for money by most parents;
· Is designed with health and safety in mind.
AIMS
“A happy and nurturing environment, providing ambitious and meaningful learning experiences, truly making a difference and aspiring to be the very best” 
The schools commitment to high standards is reflected in the pride we take in our school uniform and feeling of belonging it creates.
The Governing body at Holly Hill Primary school will respect variations to our school uniform if they are directly related to established religious or cultural traditions. However, any variation will be dealt with on an individual basis and judgements will remain at the discretion of the Head Teacher and the Governing Body.
UNIFORM
In order to maintain a strong sense of identity and belonging within our school, we require all pupils to wear school uniform that consists of:

	- Grey or black trousers or shorts
- White shirt or polo shirt
- Royal blue jumper or sweater (with or without the Holly Hill logo)
- Black sensible shoes or sandals
- Sun hat in the summer

- Black shorts

- Blue jumper and black joggers for     outdoor P.E in colder weather

- Blue gingham dress
- White shirt, blouse or polo shirt
- Royal blue jumper, sweater or cardigan (with or without the Holly Hill logo)
- Black sensible shoes or sandals
- Sun hat in the summer

- Black shorts
- Plimsolls/trainers
- Blue jumper and black joggers for     outdoor P.E in colder weather

	JEWELLERY
Child may wear one small single pair of studs or sleepers. No other jewellery is permitted in order to comply with health and safety regulations.
Children MUST be able to remove earrings in order to take part in P.E. School is unable to take responsibility for any jewellery that is lost.
P.E is a compulsory and important part of the curriculum.

	MAKE UP
No make up or nail varnish should be worn.

	HAIR
Hair should be worn with no extremes of style or colour. The head teacher will liaise with parents if any extreme styles are deemed to be inappropriate by the school. Long hair should be tied back during Physical Education as a matter of safety.



All of the items above are readily available from the high street or can be ordered through school. Every effort has been made to keep the uniform simple to avoid unnecessary expense. 
CONSEQUENCES FOR NOT MEETING THE UNIFORM EXPECTATIONS
Staff check uniform on a daily basis. Staff will inform parents if uniform does not meet the policy requirements and it is parents responsibility to ensure any issues are rectified. We will keep a store of spare jumpers to help with temporary uniform problems and of course, as many of us are parents ourselves, we understand if the washing machine is broken or the sole of a shoe falls off! Just write a note or have a chat to your child’s teacher to explain and indicate as to when their uniform will be back to normal. If financial issues are impacting on providing adequate uniform, please discuss this with a trusted member of staff – if we can help or support in any way we will. 
ROLE OF THE HEAD TEACHER, STAFF AND GOVERNING BODY
· To enforce the school uniform policy as a day to day aspect of the discipline in school.
· To discuss issues around school uniform with parents and try to rectify situations concerning uniform. 
· The Governing body should be receptive to any reasonable complaint concerning uniform and should consider fully the issues they raise. Governors should aim to work with parents to arrive at a mutually acceptable outcome.
· The school will follow the DfES guidelines and not consider exclusion from the school where a pupil fails to comply with the school uniform policy.
ROLE OF THE PARENTS/GUARDIANS
· To ensure that their child is dressed in accordance with the school’s uniform policy.
· To discuss any issues concerning school uniform with class teacher or Head teacher.
· To raise any complaints about the school uniform policy by following the school’s complaints procedure.
RACIAL EQUALITY AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES
· All children have equal access to wearing school uniform regardless of their culture, race, religion, gender, disability or ability. We ensure that the set uniform respects other policies such as race relations and allows for individual sets of circumstances of all groups and individuals.
